The most important piece of advice that |
could pass on is to practice and shoot as
much as possible. Shoot and then analyse
your images to find out how to make them
look the way you envisioned them. Most
importantly, persevere. It takes a lot of time
and a lot of shooting to become consistent
in this art form.
